L 4 3) Make a Vocabulary Card/Label

Remember to make a large card or sign with your vocabulary word on it, so we’ll know which
@ word you represent in the parade. You can carry the word, make a headband or hat, or have it
O as part of your costume. Your word just needs to be visible somewhere on you!
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Pe 4) Come Prepared
Bring your costume to school with you. Make sure you can put on your costume by yourself,
¢ and that you have all of the parts.
